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Tech Tip: PXA300.4 Set-up and bridging

Kicker’s PXA300.4 amplifier is proving to be extremely popular. It is both extremely flexible and very simple to set up.
Removing the rubber cover on the bottom of the amplifier exposes the switches used for setting the amplifier up for
your unique audio system.
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Automatic Turn-On Selection: The FXA seres offers two automatic tum-on modes that can be selected on
the end panel; +12V or DC Offset. Using the DC Offset mode causes the REM terminal wire to have +12V out
for tuming on additional amplifiers.

* Hemote Tum-Cn: Set the switch to +12V to use the remote tum-on lead from the PXA hamess. Run 18
gauge wire from the Hemaote Tum-On Lead on your source unit fo the REM wire on the PXA hamess. [Best
for Lo-Lewvel input)

« [ Offset Tum-Cn: The DC Offset mode detects a 6V DC offset from the HI-Level speaker cutputs when
the source unit has been tumed on. (Best for Hi-Level input)

Input Level: The RCA inputs on KICKER FXA amplifiers are capable of receiving either Hi or Low-level signals
from your source unit. When using a Hi-Level signal, simply set the Input Level switch on the amplifier to HI.

Fader Switch: Tum the fader switch ON if you are running two sets of inputs (front and rear for example) o the
amplifier. Leave the fader switch OFF if you want to drive all channels from a single sterec input.

HI-PASS Switches: |Uze the HI-PASS switches behind the protective nubber covering of the amplifier to sat the
ntemal crossover. Choose a cutoff of B0Hz, 80Hz, 120Hz, or OFF depending on the configuration of switches 1
and 2. Maver change the switches with the audic system on!

Input Gain Control: The input gain control is not a volume control. | matches the output of the source unit to
the input level of the amplifier. Tum the source unit up to about 3/4 volume (if the sowce unit goes to 30, tum it
to 25). Mext, slowly turn (clockwise) the gain on the amplifier up until you can hear audible distortion, then tum it
down a litthe.

The PXA 300.4 amplifier can also be bridged. Please refer to the diagram below:
